G.S.R. 285 (E).-In exercise of the powers conferred by Sub-section (1) of Section 124, read with Sub-section (1) of
Section 132 of the Major Ports Trusts Act, 1963 (38 of 1963), the Central Government hereby approves the Kandla Port
Employees (Retirement) Amendment Regulations, 1998 made by the Board of Trustees for the Port of Kandla and set out in the
Schedule annexed to this notification.

2. The said regulations shall come into force on the date of publication of this notification in the Official Gazette.

SCHEDULE

KANDLA PORT TRUST

In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 28 of the Major Port Trusts Act, 1963 (38 of 1963), the Board of
Trustees of the Port of Kandla, with the approval of the Central Government, hereby makes the following regulations :

(1) Short title and commencement:

(a) These regulations shall be called the Kandla Port Employees' (Retirement) Amendment Regulations,1998.

(b) They shall come into force from 28th May, 1998.

(2) Amendment

(a) Regulation 3(1) (c) shall be omitted.

(b) Sub-Regulation (1), (f) and (g) of Regulation 3 shall be renumbered as (e) and (f) respectively.

(c) For Sub-Regulation (a) of Regulation 4, the following shall be substituted namely,

"(a) Except as otherwise provided in these regulations, every employee of the Board shall retire from service on
the afternoon of the last day of the month in which he attains age of 60 years.

Provided that an employee whose date of birth is the first of a month shall retire from service on the afternoon of
the last day of the preceding month on attaining age of 60 years."

(d) Sub-Regulation (b), (c) and (d) of Regulation 4 shall be omitted.

(e) The words' 'fifty eight years or " and "as the case may be" appearing against Note (v) below Regulation 4
(h) shall be omitted.
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(f) Note (vi) of Regulation 4(h) shall be ommitted,

(g) Sub-Regulation (e), (f), (g) and (h) of Regulation 4 shall be renumbered as (b), (c), (d) and (e) respectively.
