ACCOUNTING POLICIES AND NOTES FORMING PART OF THE ACCOUNTS 2016-17

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES: -

The annual accounts have been prepared based on the revised accounting policy as set out m
the Billimoria Report and implemented from the year 2003-04 and the figures shown in the
accounts are in lakhs.

Accrual” Basis of Accounting is followed in preparation of accounting statements. The
Fundamental Accounting Assumptions of Going Concern and Consistency is followed.

Revenue is recognized on completed service method.
Fixed assets are valued at Original Cost of acquisition.

The depreciation is calculated based on Straight-line Method for accounting purpose and is
applied consistently so far. The depreciation on assets put to use for less than 30 days were
provided with no depreciation and assets put to use for less than 180 days were provided with
half the depreciation and assets in use for more than 180 days provided full depreciation.

Investments are valued at Original Face Value. The investments consist of PSU Bonds, Equity
participation and Term deposits with Banks. All investments are non-trade investments.

The Moving Weighted Average Method is adopted for valuation of inventory and no
depreciation policy has been adopted by the Port on the stores items.

The separate Trusts for Pension and Gratuity have been created for managing the Pension and
Gratuity Funds. The contributions to the Trusts are made as per Actuarial Valuation.

Capital Reserve represents the investment in Fixed Assets by Port’s own funds and other capital
receipts.

10) Capital employed has been taken as “Net Fixed Assets plus Net Current Assets™. 3% of the

capital employed has been appropriated to each of the two 3% Statutory Reserves

No provision for Income Tax of Rs. 20465.58 lakhs for F.Y. 2016-17 has been made, as KPT
claimed exemption u/s 11 to 13 of Income Tax Act on the basis of report of Tax Planner and
accordingly, return of Income Tax for F.Y. 2015-16 is filled in the category of Trust hy « laiming
refund of Rs. 16200 lakhs and revised return for F.Y. 2014-15 is fille

d by claiming refund of Rs.
15400 lakhs. Advance tax paid of Rs. 7235 lakhs during the year and TDS deducted by Banks,
Port Users, etc. of Rs. 8015 lakhs is shown under the recoverable advance and same will be
claimed as refund at the time of filling of return for the year 2016-17.

All Sundry Debtors are considered good and hence no provision is made for bad debts as per
Government letter No. PR-20021/2/98-PG dated 6/1 1/2002. The matter is bein g taken up with
Ministry of Shipping to formulate a uniform policv in this regard.

The pension and gratuity payments of the year have been made from the respective Trust

accounts.
A provision of Rs. 414.76 lakhs has been made for PLR for the year 2016-17.

The interest earned on the investment of the Szatutury Reserves & Infrastructure Reserve has
been credited directly to the respective reserves.

The Capital Reserve of Rs. 218782.62 lakhs shown in the Balance Sheet, does not include Capital
Work In Progress incurred during the year amounting to Rs. 13298.58 lakhs.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of the Kandla
Port Trust (KPT) as at 31 March 2017 and the Profit and
Loss Account for the year ended on that date under Section
19(2) of the Comptroller and Auditor General’s (Duties,
Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 read with
Section 102(2) of the Major Port Trusts Act, 1963. These
financial statements are the responsibility of the Port's
management. Our responsibility is to express an opinion
on these financial statements based on our audit.

Factual position and hence, no comments.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of
the Comptroller and Auditor General of India (CAG) on
the accounting treatment only with regard to classification,
conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting
standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations
on financial transactions with regard to compliance with
the Law, Rules and Regulations (Propriety and Regularity)
and efficiency-cum performance aspects, etc. if any, are
reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports
separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with
auditing standards generally accepted in India. These
standards require that we plan and perform the audit to
obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial
statements are free from material misstatements. An audit
includes examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting

audit also includes assessing the accounting principles
used and significant estimates made by management as
well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial
statements. We believe that our audit provides a
reasonable basis for our opinion.

Fixed Capital Assets

Capital Work-in-Progress - Rs.329.51 crore

The Capital Work-in-Progress includes:

(i) Rs.11.33 crore being the value of 23 works, which were
completed and put to use before 31 March 2017 but not
capitalized. This has resulted in overstatement of Capital
Work-in-Progress by Rs.11.33 crore and understatement of
Fixed Assets by Rs.10.55 understatement
Depreciation and overstatement of profit by Rs.0.78 crore

(In this connection a reference is invited to Comment No.
A.1.1 of Separate Audit Report on the accounts of KPT for
the year 2015-16.)

After completion of the work, the final bill is sent to the
Design Section for verification and in many case the file is
submitted to the competent authority for extension of
completion period also, and thereafter the final bill is
processed for payment and after making the payment, the
file is submitted to the Competent Authority for fixation of
life & scrap value of the assets and on approval of fixing of
life, the same is transferred to final asset head. As per
present Delegation of Power, the power to fix the life of the
asset is given to Board. However, the arrears depreciation
is charged at the time of transfer of assets as per the practice
in vogue, which can be seen in Schedule 3 of Balance Sheet

for the year 2016-17, that arrears depreciation of 10.14
crores charged.

(ii) An amount of Rs.0.58 crore was spent for construction
of Sewage Treatment Plant at Vadinar Unit and the trial
run was conducted in October 2007. However, the Plant
was not completed due to dispute with the contractor. KPT
should have assessed the extent of impairment of Opening
Capital Work-in-Progress.

(In the absence of such an assessment by the management,
audit is unable to comment on the extent of impairment
and its impact on the financial statements.)

It is to submit that the work of “Construction of Sewage
Treatment Plant at Vadinar Unit” was awarded to party
M/s.  UPL Environmental Engineers Ltd. Vadodara
(formerly known as Associated Environmental Engineers
Pvt. Ltd.) and due to some technical disputes, party left the
work before completion and action is in hand to resciend
the work and to issue fresh work for left out work. After
completion of fresh work, the amount will be adjusted in
the accounts.

A.2 Investments

Bonds in other PSUs / Long Term Deposits — Rs.34.92

This includes interest accrued on investment amounting to-
Rs.1.87 crore on investments with Uttar Pradesh Co-
operative Spinning Mills Federation Limited (January
1999) and with Madhya Pradesh State Industrial
Development Corporation (January 2000). Though the
investments matured in January 2004 and January 2005,
due to poor financial condition, Uttar Pradesh Co-
operative Spinning Mills Federation Limited and Madhya
Pradesh State Industrial Development Corporation did not
pay interest amounting to Rs.1.87 crore. This has resulted
in overstatement of Investment and profit by Rs.1.87 crore.

(In this connection a reference is invited to Comment No.

A.2.3 of Separate Audit Report on the accounts of KPT for
the year 2015-16.)

In the case of MPSIDC, the Company Law Board, Mumbeai,
passed an order in June, 2011 in favour of KPT to pay the
principal amount along with interest. Since, the MPSIDC
has not honoured the order petition is filed in the Hon'ble
Court of Madhya Pradesh at Jabalpur. The Hon'ble High
Court of Madhya Pradesh, Jabalpur vide interim order,
ordered to pay 40% of principal amount to MPSIDC.

Accordingly, 40% received in financial year 2015-16 from
MPSIDC.

In the case of UPCSMFL,
Local Court has dismissed the claim of Kandla Port Trust
and therefore as per the opinion of the Port advocate, an
appeal is filed in the Hon'ble High Court of Guijarat
Ahmedabad to recover the amount along with interest. The
KPT appeal has been admitted.

Port's Reply

As per Swap Mechanism, interest has been shown as
accrued one-time upto the date of Swap as per opinion of
our Tax Auditor and is appearing in the Asset. It's not
affecting P&L A/c every vear and thus no impact on the
profit position. The necessary effect will be recognised in
the accounts after finalisation of court case. Hence, it is not
overstated.

A.3 Current Assets (Schedule 5): Rs.1501.80 crore

A.3.1 Sundry Debtors - Rs 327.60 crore (Schedule 5)

(i) As per the Common Framework of Financial Reporting
for Ports, a provision for bad and doubtful debts should be
created and deducted from Sundry Debtors. The Port Trust
has not framed a policy and no amount of debtors has been
designated as bad or doubtful. Audit is unable to comment
on the correctness of the amount of Sundry Debtors and
impact on Profit and Loss Account.

As per Ministty of Shipping letter dated 6/11/2002, which is
also vetted by CAG, no debt should be considered as bad
irrespective of any time limits and hence provision is not
justified though the debtors are very old. The same has also
been disclosed at B.(2) of Notes on Accounts. However, the
matter is taken up with Ministry of Shipping and Indian
Port Association to frame a policy vide this office letter
dated 22/8/2017 (Annexure- A). On framing the policy, the
same will be implemented. However, outstanding dues are
reviewed closely in review meeting regularly.

(i) This does not include Rs.28.15 crore (Rs.24.90 crore
relating to M/s. RAS Infraport Private Limited and Rs.3.25
crore relating to M/s. JRE Infra Private Limited) being
interest for delayed payment of royalty. As per the
Concession Agreements entered into with M/s. RAS
Infraport Private Limited (3 December 2009) and M/s. JRE
Infra Private Limited (18 February 2011), royalty for each
month shall be paid on or before seventh day of
immediately succeeding month and if, royalty amount
remaining unpaid in respective due date would carry
interest at SBI PLR plus two per cent per annum from the
due date till the date of payment or realization thereof.
However, the Port has not accounted interest for delayed

payment of royalty. This has resulted in understatement of
Sundry Debtors and profit by Rs.28.15 crore.

As per the consistent policy, all the interest chargeable on
penalties, delayed payments and defaults are booked on
receipt basis, as there are the uncertainities embodied in
such type of claims. The due disclosure will be made in
revenue recognition head from the current year onwards.
The audit point noted for future compliance.

(iii) This does not include Rs.7.63 crore due from M/s.
Vadinar Liquid Terminal Limited towards License Fee and
Water Front Fee for the period from 16 April 2015 to 15
April 2016. This has also resulted in understatement of
prior period income for the year by Rs.7.63 crore. This has
resulted in understatement of Sundry Debtors and profit
by Rs.7.63 crore.

(In this connection a reference is invited to Comment
No.B.3.1 of Separate Audit Report on the accounts of KPT

for the year 2015-16.)

This will be booked during current year.
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(iv) The above does not include Rs.1.86 crore on account of
Royalty, Wharfage, Tug hire charges, Pilotage, Anchorage
charges, Berthing dues etc. relating to Vadinar Division,
for the period upto March 2017. This has resulted in
understatement of Sundry Debtors and profit by Rs.1.86
crore.

The income will be booked during current year and due

care will be taken to recognise the income on its accrual.

A.3.2 Inventories - Rs.1.74 crore (Schedule 5)

As per the Common Framework for Financial Reporting
for Major Ports, the Port was required to make a policy for
the depreciation of slow / non-moving items of inventory.
Port has not adopted any policy for depreciation of
slow/non-moving items of inventory. In the absence of
adoption of such policy and assessment of inventory by the
port, audit is unable to comment on the correctness of
value of inventory and the consequent impact on the Profit.

It is to clarify that KPT has an established system of
identifying spares which are not specific to a particular item
of fixed asset but can be used generally for different items
of fixed assets and charging the same to revenue in the year
of consumption, which is in line with AS 2. Since, the
spares as purchased and taken in the inventory is not for
specific assets, no depreciation policy has been adopted by
the Port on the stores items. As Regards non-moving items,
the same are carried at cost and common framework does
not provide for charging of depreciation on non-moving
items. The matter refeered to IPA to frame a uniform policy.

B Profit and Loss Account

Income - Rs. 1383.14 crore

B.1 Royalty Income from BOT - Rs.126.39 crore
(Schedule I)

Income includes Royalty of Rs.126.39 crore from six BOT
Operators viz. M/s. Essar Limited (ESSAR), M/s. Adani
Kandla Bulk Terminal Private Limited (AKBTPL), M/s.
RAS Infra Port Private Limited (RIPPL), M/s. JRE Infra
Private Limited (JIPL), M/s. Kandla International
Container Terminal Private Limited (KICTPL) and M/s.
IFFCO Kisan Bazar and Logistics Limited (IKBLL).

The accounting treatment as regards”to recognition of
income of PPP projects i Annual Accounts of KPT is being
done consistently as per the terms and conditions
enumerated in the agreement with PPP operators and
revenue share as offered by them. In accordance with the
provisions of agreement, L.F. & Water front charges are
recognised as per the agreement and revenue share is
accounted for based on the report of traffic handled. As per
Article 9.4 of the Concession agreement, it is at the option. of

As per the License Agreements (except M/s. ESSAR), the
Concessionaire has to submit to the Port, a financial
statement of the Gross Revenue for every six monthly
period ending 30 September and 31 March every year,
duly certified by its Statutory Auditors. The certificate
must be furnished within 30 days of the end of such
period. The License Agreements also provide that the Port
shall have the option to appoint another firm of Chartered
Accounts to conduct a special audit of the Gross Revenue,
at its own cost.

the Concession Authority to appoint Chartered accountant
to conduct special audit of the gross revenue and the
financial statements, documents and supporting evidences.

KPT appointed independent auditors for certifying Gross
Revenue in respect of three BOT operators (AKBTPL,
RIPPL and JIPL) for the period upto March 2017. The
Independent Auditor stated that in case of AKBTPL, the
certificate from the Statutory Auditors on the half yearly
statement of Gross Revenue (for the period ending 31
March 2017) has not been furnished to them.

Independent Auditor in respect of AKBTPL, RIPL and JIPL
were appointed and audit report for the period upto 31st

March 2017 has been submitted and subsequently
submitted to Audit.

b o e
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KPT did not independently verify the correctness of the
royalty share received by it. KPT also could not produce
primary records to audit for verifying the correctness of
revenue shared by the six BOT operators.

In the absence of relevant records, the veracity of royalty
revenue of Rs. 126.39 crore reflected in the books of
accounts could not be vouchsafed.

Pending Audit, the revenue is recognised based on reports
of traffic handled every year. If the auditors report, short
claim, the same will be recognised only after raising the
additional claim with the PPP operators.

Hence, in view of above, the revenue is recorded in the
books of accounts of KPT is in consonance with the terms of
agreement and is based on authentic reports of traffic
handled and accordingly, audit can verify the veracity of
royalty booked in the accounts.

B.2 Estate Rentals

(i) Mortgage Charges - Rs. 3.27 crore (Schedule IV)

Government of India granted (28 November 1955) 2600
acres of land on a 99 years lease to the Sindhu Resettlement
Corporation Limited. Ministry of Shipping vide letter
dated 16 December 1964 had conveyed that the Chairman,
KPT has been nominated to exercise all powers exercisable
by the Government as per Clause 10 of revised lease deed
dated 28 November 1955 executed. During the period
from October 2013 to March 2017 KPT collected mortgage
fee amounting to Rs.6.16 crore and during the period from
April 2013 to March 2017 it collected transfer fee

amounting to Rs.0.90 crore. As the land do not pertain to
KPT and Government has given the powers of only

Development Commissioner to the Chairman of KPT, the
mortgage fee and transfer fee collected by KPT should
have been remitted to Government. However, KPT has
accounted mortgage fee and transfer fee as its income.

and over statement of profit by Rs.7.06 crore.

This has resulted in understatement of Current Liabilities

(In this connection a reference is invited to Comment
No.B.3.2 and B.3.3 of Separate Audit Report on the
accounts of KPT for the year 2015-16.)

As per Annexure B enclsoed.

(ii) Rent from Lands - Rs.283.84 crore (Schedule V)

This includes Rs.0.85 crore due to accounting of License
Fee and Water Front Charges for the period 1 April 2017 to
3 February 2018 due from M/s. Vadinar Liquid Terminal
Limited. This has resulted in overstatement Sundry

Debtors and profit by Rs.0.85 crore.

The rectification entry will be made in current year. Due

care will be taken to accrue / book the income of current
year only.

B.3 Finance and Miscellaneous Income — Rs.188.70 crore

(1) This does not include Rs.6.16 crore being interest due to
non-payment of license fee and water front charges by M/s.
Vadinar Liquid Terminal Limited as per the Concession
Agreement. This has resulted in understatement of Sundry
Debtors profit for the year by Rs.6.16 crore.

The necessary claim has already been raised on due date,
but the same is not booked in accounts, as the realisation of
interest is not certain and such income is booked on receipt
basis as per consistent accounting policy of KPT. Hence, the
treatment is correct and as such no understatement.
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(ii) Prior Period Income — Rs.11.25 crore (Schedule X)

This does not include Rs.6.35 crore towards royalty,
pilotage, port dues, towage and mooring fees pertaining to
prior period. This has resulted in understatement of Prior
Period Income and overstatement of operating income for
the year by Rs.6.35 crore.

Due care will be taken in future.

B.4 Profit and Loss Account

Expenditure - Rs,658.78 crore

Income Tax for the Year - NIL

A reference is invited to Note No.1 of Notes on Accounts
wherein it is stated that no provision for Income Tax
amounting to Rs.204.66 crore has been made as KPT
claimed exemption under Section 11 to 13 of Income Tax
Act on the basis of report of a Tax Planner.

As KPT is yet to obtain exemption under Section 11 to 13
of Income Tax Act, 1961 and has also paid Advance Tax /
TDS amounting to Rs.216 crore for the year 2016-17, it
should have provided for Income Tax liability amounting
to Rs.204.66 crore for the year 2016-17. This has resulted in
understatement of Current Liability and overstatement of
Profit after Tax by Rs. Rs.204.66 crore.

(In this connection a reference is invited to Comment
No.B.5.1 of Separate Audit Report on the accounts of KPT
for the year 2015-16.)

The audit may not have taken the other deductions
available to KPT in case the claim of KPT u/s 11 is rejected,
such as deduction u /s 801A for BOT project and valuation
differential paid to LIC being contribution to Pension Fund.
The applicable advance taxes have been paid in installments
as applicable to safeguard against the imposition of interest
in case claim of KPT u /s 11 is rejected after calculating the
taxable income, as in book income, various adjustment have
to be effected to calculate the taxable income. The entire
amount of TDS deducted and advance tax paid during the
year has been claimed as refund. The Tax Planning adviser
has taken rationale of various Court Judgement for claim of
deduction u /s 11 by KPT. Due disclosure has been made in
Notes to Accounts.

B.5 Finance and Miscellaneous Expenditure (Schedule XI)

Contribution to Gratuity Fund — Rs.12 crore

Contribution to Pension Fund — Rs.169.80 crore

As per Accounting Standard 15 (Employee Benefits) where
the liability for retirement benefits was funded through
creation of a trust, the cost incurred for the year should be
determined actuarially. The Actuary’s Report specified the
contribution to be made by the employer on annual basis
during the valuation period. This annual contribution

reported in the Actuary’s Report was required to be

charged to Profit and Loss Account each year.

KPT .has constituted two separate

Superannuation and Gratuity Trusts.

(i) As KPT has not carried out Actuarial Valuation of
Superannuation Scheme of retired employees as on 31
March 2017, the actuarial liability of the same cannot be
ascertained. In the absence of Actuarial Valuation of
Kandla port Superannuation Scheme (for retired

employees), adequacy or otherwise of the contribution of
Rs.169.80 crore be

ascertained in audit.

towards Pension Fund cannot

It is not mandatory for DPT to carry out actuarial valuation
of pension fund. As per the Trust Deed, Actuary can be
appointed by “Employer” or “Insurance Company”.
Hence, it is not correct to conclude that actuarial liability of
pension fund cannot be ascertained. However, in the next
financial year, an independent actuarial valuation will be
carried out by DPT.

(ii) Against the fund balance of Rs. 1050.66 crore in respect
of Kandla Port Superannuation Scheme (for existingF
employees) as on 31 March 2017, the investment was Rs.
973.58 crore resulting in a shortfall of Rs. 77.08 crore.
Similarly, against the fund balance of Rs.332.80 crore in
respect of Kandla Port Superannuation Scheme (for retired’
employees) as on 31 March 2017, the investment was Rs,
385.58 crore resulting in a surplus of Rs. 52.78 crore;

Regarding shortfall of Rs. 77.08 Cr, it is state that actuarial
valuation is carried out by LIC after closing o.f- financial
years. Hence, comparing to the status of corpus as on
31.03.2017, there will either excess/ shortfall of the fund.
The actuarial valuation of Rs, 77.91 Cr. communicated by
LIC in May,17., out of which, an amount of Rs. 37.00 Cr. has
already been paid to LIC. For remaining amount, it is to
mention that apart from the annual pay out from the
annuities, there is requirement of 60 Cr. yearly towards
disbursement of pension liability, which is met from the
interest generated by the pension fund managed by LIC
instead of seeking additional fund from KPT. Therefore,
the shortfall of Rs. 40.09 Cr. will be made good considering

estimated interested generated by the pension fund during
the year 2017-18.

As regard to shortfall of Rs. 52.78 Cr. in fund
balance of retired employees as pointed out by the audits, it
is to mention that Kandla Port Superannuation Scheme is
meant for creating corpus for meeting the pension liability
of existing employees. Therefore, actuarial valuation is also
carried considering future liability of existing employees
only. The surplus amount of Rs. 52.79 Cr. indicated by

audit is purely hypothetical. Hence, no comment is offered.

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(iii) In respect of Employees Gratuity Fund, against the
actuarial liability of Rs.150.17 crore, the fund-balance was
Rs.171.93 crore resulting in a surplus of Rs.21.76 crore. In
the absence of Government order for increasing the
maximum limit of gratuity from Rs.10 lakh to Rs.20 lakh,
the Port should not have increased the gratuity liability;

It is to mention that following two events are expected to
take place in the year 2017-18, which will increase the
actuarial liability of Gratuity Fund as on 31.03.2018.

a) The prescribed limit of maximum gratuity amount has
been increased from Rs.10.00 lac to Rs. 20.00 lac by the
Central Government. The order of Ministry of Shipping is
awaited for implementation of the same in Major Ports.

(b) The wage settlement of Officers and Employees is due
from 2017.

(iv) Against the fund balance of Rs.171.93 crore in respect
of Gratuity Fund as on 31 March 2017, the investment was
Rs.146.02 crore resulting in a shortfall of Rs.25.91 crore.

It is to mention that the closing balance of Rs. 27.04 Cr. at
bank also pertains to Gratuity Fund, which is not

considered by audit while computing the shortfall. Hence,
considering the said amount of Rs. 27.04 Cr., there is no
shortfall in investment as such.

1. Adequacy of Internal Audit System

The Port appointed a firm of Chartered Accountants for
conducting Internal Audit for the year 2016-17. The report
submitted by the Chartered Accountants contained the
following deficiencies:

(i) In respect of wharfage, in fifty cases there were time
gaps between payment of wharfage and sailing of vessels;

(ii) Revised / relevant rate lists were not available with
Divisional Accountants for payment of bills; and

(iii) Facility compensation charges of Rs.0.96 crore were
outstanding from 18 parties for periods dating back to 1999.

The KPT is having well defined & well established internal
check and balance system in which the work of all the
department /division are pre audited before payment by the
Works Audit Section in cases related to works and by Pay
Section, in case of relating to Establishment and other
payment. Further, KPT is having a robust system of audit
mechanism, which includes internal auditing by Chartered
Accountants, transaction audit by CAG, special audit of
PPP projects by Chartered Accountants and Performance
Audit by CACG.

For all other points / observations as received in the Audit
Report during the year 2016-17 are taken up for compliance.

2. Adequacy of Internal Control System.

The Internal Control System of the Port requires
strengthening for the following reasons:

(i) Fixed Assets put to use were not capitalised and
depreciation provided;

(ii) There was no proper system of obtaining balance
confirmation in respect of Sundry Debtors and Loans and
Advances;

(iii) There was no system of making provision for non-
moving items of inventories;

(iv) There was no proper system for raising bills and
accounting for revenue, provision for outstanding
liabilities for remedial action; and

(V) There was no proper system for collection of disputed
Service Tax

With a view to have a adequate internal control system,
KPT got prepared an accounts manual from IMU which is
approved and circulated to all Departments. In additions to
that, other important manual like works manual and
procurement manual are also prepared and circulated to
have a well defined system for recognition of revenue and
provisions for all liabilities. The sufficient internal financial
controls and fiscal prudence are in place and service tax on
disputed income is paid as per the advise of the Tax
Auditor to avoid interest and penalty at later stage. The

hecessary steps including legal action is in process to
recover the same.

3. System of Physical Verification of Fixed Assets

Physical Verification of Fixed Assets was carried out by a
firm of Chartered Accountants and made following
observations:

(1) Updation of Fixed Assets Register should be made on
periodical basis to give effect of the additions in the Fixed
Assets as also deductions in the Fixed Assets upon their
survey off / disposal;

The appropriate actions on the observations is raised in the
physical verification report of fixed assets have been taken
up with all the concerned, so as to update the Fixed Assets

Register and to have a well define system for survey off and
written off.

(i) Procedure for survey off of the assets should be
completed on priority basis;

(iii) Surveyed off assets should be centrally stored at one
place;

(iv) Fixed Assets, which were surveyed off should be
written off from the Financial Books of Accounts on

regular basis; and
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4. System of Physical Verification of Inventories

Physical verification of inventory was carried out during
2016-17.

It is to clarify that the permission for transfer and mortgage fees is collected as per the following clause of

lease deed: -

Provisions of Clause 5 (ii)/5(ix) and 10 of the Head lease executed between the President of India and
the SRC Ltd., on 28-11-1955 :-

Clause 5 (ii) — The corporation will retain for the purposes of its own commercial and industrial activities such
portion of the demised premises not exceeding one hundred acres and for purposes pertaining to the
development of the town and public utility services like hospitals, schools, temples and public institutions such
further portion of the demised premises as may be approved by the Government and will divide the residue of
the demised premises into plots of suitable sizes for residential, industrial, commercial, public or other
purposes in accordance with scheme to be approved by the Government and sublet the same to its
shareholders under intimation to the Government on the terms and conditions, which, interalia, will include
that the sub-lessees shall pay to the Corporation on behalf of the Government such ground rent in respect of

revised thereafter by the Government from time to time at the expiry of every twenty-five years from the date
of the sub-lease and further that the sub-lessees shall not in any way transfer their interest in the sub-leases.

accordance with the provisions of the next sub-clause.Clause 5 (ix) — The Corporation will not sell,
mortgage, sublet (except as here in before provided) or otherwise transfer or part with the possession
of the whole or any part of the demised premises or its interest under this lease except with the
previous consent in writing of the Government may enforce such terms and conditions including
payment of ground rent, fee and premia as it may deem fit.

As per the clause 10 of the revised lease deed executed between the President of India and the SRC
Ltd., the Government means the Chairman, Kandla Port Trust as defined in the extract as under: -

Clause 10 - All approvals, consents, intimations and notices to be given under or in relating to those presents
shall be in writing and any notice or communication to be so given or issued to the Corporation by or on behaif
of the Government shall be given or issued by a Deputy Secretary to the Government of India in the Ministry of
Transport and shall be considered as duly served if the same shall have been delivered to or left with or
posted to the across of the Corporation at its registered office. All powers exercised by the Development
Commissioner Kandla or any officer or other authority empowered by the Government in this behalf,
which has been now nominated to Chairman, Kandla Port Trust in lieu of the ‘Development

Commissioner, Kandla vide Ministry of Transport letter No. 2-PD-I| (11) / 64 dated 16/12/1964.

Accordingly, the transfer fee and mortgage fee is levied by Kandla Port Trust and Ground Rent of SRC i‘plot is
collected by the State Government of Gujarat from its inceptions.
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
