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DEENDAYAL PORT - OVERVIEW
(Erstwhile KANDLA PORT TRUST)

The History of the Major Port of Kandla goes back to 1930, when H.E. Khengariji Ill, the Maharaja of
Kutch built a RCC jetty at Old Kandla. Ships with draught up to 8 meters could berth in the said jetty
throughout the year. This Jetty became the nucleus of what in later years was to emerge as the
Deendayal Port.

The Deendayal Port would not have gained the prominence it enjoys now, but for the intervention of
history in the form of the country’s post independence partition into two Nations, INDIA and
PAKISTAN. Due to the partition, the Port of Karachi went to Pakistan and therefore, the whole of
North — West India was without an outlet to sea and the vast hinterland comprising about one lakh
Sq. Kms in the north-western region of the nation needed an alternate arrangement. The
consequent diversion of traffic to the Bombay and Kolkata Ports was not only inconvenient and
uneconomical to the Trade owing to the distance involved; it also severely strained the limited
resources of these Ports. In order to remedy this situation, the Union Government set up a
committee called the “West Coast Major Port Development Committee” in the year 1948.

The Committee chose Kandla because of the distinct advantage of its dry climate. The region
experiences a scanty monsoon and as a result, there is hardly any loss of working days and thus,
the chances of damage to cargo are considerably reduced.

In the year 1950, the Union Government formally took over the minor Port of Kandla for its
development as a Major Port of India. The foundation for the New Major Port of Kandla was laid by
the Late Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru, the then Prime Minister of India, on January 10, 1952. The
Kandla Port was declared as a Major Port of India on 8th April, 1955 by the then Transport Minister,
late Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri. The old Jetty built by the Kutch Maharaja was converted into an
Qil Jetty.

The first two cargo berths constructed were dedicated to the service of the nation on March 3,
1957. Later in the same year, two more berths were thrown open to sea traffic. 1964 was the next
Landmark year for Kandla Port. The Government of India declared it as Deendayal Port Trust
(erstwhile Kandla Port Trust), an Autonomous Body constituted under the Major Port Trusts Act,
1963 on 29th February, 1964.

The history of the Port would be incomplete without a mention of the Off-Shore Oil Terminal at
Vadinar situated in the Dev Bhumi Dwarka District, which are about 300 Kms from Kandla by road
and 50 Nautical miles by sea.

A decision was taken to develop an Oil Terminal where Very Large Crude Oil vessels could be
handled, from where the crude oil is pumped to Koyali Refinery through pipeline. While the pipeline
project was with the IOCL, the Ministry of Shipping entrusted the task of developing the
infrastructure and Port facilities to the Kandla Port, which swung into action and set up a fully
fledged Department under the charge of a Superintending Engineer in 1974. On approval of the
project report and funds, handling facilities started. The Terminal was commissioned on 27th
August, 1978 well before the target date and the first vessel MT Subhash Chandra Bose, carrying
87,000 tons of Crude oil, was brought at the Single Buoy Mooring of the Off-Shore Oil Terminal.—Z>

The Central Government has re-named The Kandla Port Trust as
“Deendayal Port Trust”; vide Notification dated 24th September, 2017. E
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The Port was growing steadily and to keep pace with the growing demands of the trade, it
continued with the infrastructure development of the Port by adding five more cargo berths and
three more oil berths during the period from 1990 to 2006, besides creation of storage facilities,
both open and covered. The Deendayal Port which handled 8.44 lakh tones in 1957-58 has seen
record handling of 33.73 MMT in 1996-97, 38.90 MMT in 1997-98, 40.64 MMT in 1998-99 and
46.30 MMT in 1999-2000, which was the highest amongst the Major Ports of India and thus,
performed a Hat-trick by standing first amongst the Ports in Cargo Handling.

The Deendayal Port Trust commenced the Containerized cargo handling in October, 1981. While
the Port handled 1217 TEUs in 1982-83, the figure went up to 1,77,600 TEUs in 2006-07, weighing
27.75 lakh tones. The Port has 16 dry cargo berths and 6 oil berths as on date. 3,095 ships called
at the Port in the fiscal year 2019-20 as against 2903 in 2018-19. The Port handled 115.40 MMT of
cargo and thereby, retaining the number one position in terms of volume of cargo handled among
the Major Ports of India during the year 2018-19. The Port handled 122.06 MMT of cargo handled
among the Major Ports of India during the year 2019-20 and retained number one position in terms
of volume of cargo handled.

MANAGEMENT OF THE PORT

The Deendayal Port, which started functioning in a house near Jubilee Ground, Bhuj, about 70 Kms
from the present Port as a small office headed by an officer appointed by the Govt. of India as the
first Development Commissioner, has emerged as the Port of the Millennium over the last 62 years
rendering professional, cost effective and value added services to its customers. The hinterland of
Deendayal Port consists of States of Jammu & Kashmir, Punjab, Himachal Pradesh, Haryana,
Rajasthan, Delhi, Gujarat and parts of Madhya Pradesh, Uttaranchal and Uttar Pradesh. The Port,
a protected harbour, is situated in the Kandla creek, 90 Kms from the mouth of Gulf of Kutch.

The Deendayal Port is a multi-cargo Port. It has 16 dry cargo berths with a total length of 3.15 K.M.
in a straight line and 6 oil berths for handling of POL and chemical. Three Single Buoy Moorings in
Vadinar can handle Very Large Crude QOil vessels (VLCC) with a maximum pumping capacity of
10000 tonnes per hour.

The Port is an Autonomous Body constituted by the Government of India under the MPT Act, 1963.
At the top of the Organization, there is a Board of Trustees, consisting of the Chairman, Deputy
Chairman and 17 other members, representing Central Government, State Government, Railways,
Customs, Coast Guard, Mercantile Marine Deptt., Labour representatives in the Port & other
Interests, etc., as may be appointed by the GOI from time to time.

BOARD MEETINGS

There were 12 Trustees on the Board in the reporting year. The Board of Trustees met 09 times
during the year.
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ORGANISATIONAL SET UP

The Deendayal Port Trust is having nine departments viz.,(I) General Administration (ii) Finance
(iii) Civil Engineering (iv) Mechanical Engineering (v) Medical (vi) Traffic (vii) Vigilance (viii) Marine
and (ix) Off-shore Oil Terminal at Vadinar, and the operational departments are providing various
services to the Port-users, including infrastructural facilities. Shri Sanjay Mehta, IFS was appointed
as Chairman, w.e.f. 17.04.19. Shri Nandeesh Shukla, IRTS was appointed as Dy.Chairman,
w.e.f. 21-02-2020.

Utmost customer satisfaction through quick, efficient and qualitative services has been the foremost
objective. The Port’s major thrust has been on replacement and modernization of the existing
productive assets in order to maximize operational efficiency and to ensure sustained growth in
cargo handling capacity, to cater to the ever increasing expectations of customers.

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MEDICAL FACILITIES

The Port Trust maintains Hospitals for Deendayal Port Trust Employees at Gopalpuri, New Kandla, and
Health Centre at Vadinar and dispensary at Adipur. Medical cover is provided for Port employees and their
dependents as well as Dock Workers/Employees and their dependents. Apart from the above, free medical
facilities are also provided to C.I.S.F. Personnel and their dependant family members at the Port Hospitals/
Dispensary. The employees and dependants of Central Government Department and Public Sector
Undertakings also avail the medical benefits on payment basis. The retired Port employees and their
spouses are also availing out-door as well as in-door medical treatment at the Port Hospitals as per
Deendayal Port Retired Employees (Medical Benefits) Scheme, 2009. Reimbursement is being made as per
C.G.H.S. rates.

FACILITIES AVAILABLE

The best possible medical facilities are provided to the employees in both hospitals, which are well equipped
with modern facilities. Doctors in almost all branches of modern medicines like Obstetrics and Gynecology,
General Surgery, General Medicine, Ophthalmology, Anesthesiology, ENT, Pediatrics, Orthopedics,
Dermatology, Radiology, Dentistry, Psychiatry, Ayurvedic and Homeopathy system on regular/part-time basis
are available.

Presently a team of 09 Medical Officers and 28 Part Time visiting consultants are rendering general and
specialist treatment at Gopalpuri Hospital.

The Port Hospitals are equipped with Operation Theatres which are fully Air-conditioned with modern facilities
where major surgical procedures relating to Obstetrics and Gynecology, General surgery, ENT and
Orthopedic are performed. During the year under report, total 31 Major/Minor/Family Planning Operations
were performed.

A Physiotherapy unit is attached to the main hospital at Gopalpuri with qualified Part-time Physiotherapist for
providing physiotherapy exercises to orthopedic cases including physically handicapped patients due to polio
myelities, accidents etc.

As a step ahead, numbers of hospitals are recognized for specialized treatment to DPT and CISF Employees
/Workers and their dependant family members as well as D.P.T. retired employees and their spouses. Further,
empanelment of Private Doctors in various specialties is made available for gainfully utilizing their services
for the benefit of Port employees in emergent situations / difficult or critical surgical operations (General/
Obstetrics & Gynecology), ENT) etc.

Besides, Credit facilities / direct billing (for in-service regular employees) has also been introduced under which
the payment towards treatment of employees is directly billed to the DPT and patients do not make any
payment to hospitals. Further, the contract to supply all the prescribed medicines to the eligible Port
employees has been given to the Party, under which the payment towards medicines is directly billed to the
DPT and patients do not make any payment.

At present, almost all types of medical facilities are provided atthe Port Hospitals at Gopalpuri and New
Kandla. There are two X-Ray Units each one at Gopalpuri and New Kandla, where all type of X-Rays is
taken. Due to retirement of Laboratory Technicians, other than routine nature of investigations, the bio-
chemical investigations have been outsourced on cashless basis.

At Gopalpuri Hospital 4087 X-Rays, consisting of 2865 Nos. routine X-Rays, 222 Nos. Dental X-Rays and at
New Kandla Hospital 169 X-Rays of routine nature were carried out during the year 2019-20. So far as
Laboratory Tests at Gopalpuri Hospital are concerned, 14108 various types of tests were carried out. During the
year under report, 74256 outdoor patients visited Gopalpuri Hospital. At New Kandla Hospital and Adipur
Dispensary 5304 and 3575 numbers of patients respectively visited as outdoor patients. At Gopalpuri Hospital
& Kandla Hospital 1902 numbers of patients were admitted as Indoor Patients.

At the Off-Shore Oil Terminal, Vadinar, one Dispensary-cum-Health Centre is functioning with one Medical Officer.
The Health Centre consists of modern X-Ray Unit, Clinical Laboratory Facilities, qualified nursing personnel and
other Para-medical staff. Besides, visiting specialist are engaged in almost all branches of medicine at the centre
for the benefit of employees and their dependents there.

Free Ambulance services are provided to the Port employees in case of emergency within a radius
of 08 KMs to reach hospital and to shift serious cases to outstation hospital within the state
when referred by the competent Medical Authority of the Port Trust.
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During the visit of Shri Nitin Gadkari, Hon’ble Minister of Shipping. Govt. of India, New Delhi, to Kandla,
certain directions were issued by him, which includes a small dispensary at Kandla to extend medical basic
facilities to the Non DPT workers, residing/working at Kandla. Accordingly, a dispensary has been started
functioning twice in a week for two hours i.e. on each Tuesday and Friday between 16:00 hrs. to 18:00 hrs in
Isolation Ward, behind the New Kandla Hospital w.e.f. 04.04.2015.

The Chief Medical Officer, apart from providing specialist medical care to the patients, as functioning as Head
of Medical Department and dealing with personnel establishment, financial and material management functions.

MEDICAL FACILITIES AT VADINAR

1. Comprehensive Medical care was imparted to all Port employees & their dependants, along with
employees of IOCL, CISF (DPT & IOCL), Coast Guard, Nayara Energy, GEB local post office / police
station, bank, school and their dependents round the clock, residents of surrounding villages around
Vadinar.

2. There is 01 medical Officer posted at Health centre, OOT, Vadinar and one of them remains on 24 hrs.
Duty to maintain emergency services round-the-clock, including Sunday/Holiday.

3. Ambulance services are adequately provided to the patients for further treatment at higher medical
centres in Jamnagar / Rajkot / Ahmedabad.

4. Presently maximum amount of medicines for most of the common ailments are being provided by the
pharmacy at Health Centre.

5. Basic and essential Pathological Investigation was provided round the clock.

6. An approximate 5,000 patients were provided treatment at Health Centre after April, 2019 to till March,
2020. This includes referral services to Jamnagar and beyond and specialist advice from visiting Doctors
and Indoor treatment provided as observation.

7. Non-Port Employees are also provided treatment at Health Centre, as it is the only centre in the vicinity
of 50 Km area providing medical care round the clock.

8. M/S. Dev Bio-Medical Waste Management Agency, Jamnagar, is carrying/disposing Bio-Medical wastes
generated at the Health Centre, OOT, Vadinar.

9. The following specialists from Guru Govindsingh Medical College & Hospital, Jamnagar visit the Health
Centre on 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th Wednesday in morning & evening shifts to impart expert medical advice:

Gynac and Obstetrics, Pediatrician, Community Medicine, Pathologist, Orthopedics,

General Medicine, ENT and Ayurveda, General Surgeon. Dental specialist from T
Dental College and Hospital also visits Health Centre, OOT on 1st and 3rd Wednesday

in the morning session. E
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10. The Port ambulance services have totally been outsourced with drivers on contractual basis for
manning this emergency facility since January, 2020.

11. Medicines to DPT are being provided by M/s Mars Remedies since 26.10.2017 along with medicines
from Hospital pharmacy.

PORT SECURITY :

The Security of the Port is entrusted to the CISF, which has the strength of 390 personnel under the control
of Commandant, CISF.

HOUSING :

Residential quarters for officers/staff are maintained at three places viz., Gopalpuri, Kandla and Vadinar.
There are 1266 Quarters (Gopalpuri & FCI) of different types in Gopalpuri, 822 at Kandla and 428 quarters at
Vadinar. Apart from this, adequate numbers of quarters are available in the workers’ colony for allotment to
the Cargo Handling Workers.

DREDGING :

Due to siltation in the Channel, maintenance dredging is essential in the Port to achieve the draft for shipping
operations. Dredging was executed on tender basis. During the year, an expenditure of Rs.113.96 crores and
Rs.2.25 crores Capital Dredging in the Port.

For encouraging officers and staff to do their official work in Hindi and for creating conducive atmosphere for
Hindi with the aim to promote progressive use of Hindi in Deendayal Port Trust, many initiatives like
circulation of various incentive schemes, half-yearly publication of in-house Hindi Magazine, distribution of
honorarium to officers and staff writing articles/stories/poems etc. to be published in the magazine,
celebration of Hindi Day/Fortnight, organizing various competitions for the officers and staff in Hindi Fortnight,
distribution of cash prizes to the winning participants, organizing Hindi training workshops, procurement and
distribution of official help literature etc. are being taken.

Accordingly, Deendayal Port Trust has also an independent Vigilance Department like Finance, Marine,
Human Resources, Traffic and others departments. The Vigilance Department is following the various norms
and guidelines of CVC and Ministry and also contributes in the overall growth and development of the
organization by way of dealing with preventive and proactive of Vigilance activities as well as matters related
to anti-corruption. The Vigilance Department is also contributing in awareness programmes among the
employees and public to achieve the final objective of the organization to improve the maritime services with
cost effectiveness in a professional manner. Moreover, the Vigilance Department is also playing effective role
and to provide the significant inputs/intelligence to the Administration for effective decision making process
by suggesting system improvements and anti-corruption measures. The Vigilance Department is also
functioning to achieve the endeavor of CVC by following the three pillars of the principals i.e. Fairness,
Accountability and Transparency. The Vigilance matters are mainly categorized as Preventive, Punitive,
Surveillance and Detection and these aspects are helpful to the Management for overall planning and
execution of the system.

The Vigilance Department of Deendayal Port Trust headed by Chief Vigilance Officer, Head of Department,
accordingly engaging itself in various Preventive, Proactive, Participative and Punitive Vigilance activity to
meet the standard norms set by the Govt. of India and CVC. In addition, the Vigilance Department has also
been taken various new initiatives to ensure fairness and accountability in all operations of Deendayal Port
Trust.
