G.S.R. 629 (E).—The following draft of certain rules, to amend tb; Major
Ports (Regulation of Entry, Stay, Movement and Exit of Vessels) Rules, 1989
which the Central Government proposed to make in exercise of the powers
eonferred by elause (a) of sub-section (1 ) of section 6 of the Indian Ports Act,
1908 (15 of 1908), is hereby published a.i required by sub-section (2) of the
said section, for the information of all persons likely to be affected thereby; and
notice is hereby given that the said draft shall be taken into consideration on or
after the expiry of a period oi forty-five days from the date of publication of
this notification in the Official Gazette.

2. Any objections or suggestions which may be received from any person
with respect to the said draft before the expiry of the period so specified will
be taken into consideration by the Central Government.

Draft Rules

1. These rules may be called the Major Ports (Regulation of Entry,
Stay, Movement and Exit of Vessels) Amendment Rules, 1990.

2. In sub-rule (1) of rule 3 :—

(a) after clause (e) , the following clause shall be inserted,
namely :—

"(f) the fact that the vessel's condition is such, that it is
likely to contaminate port waters with pollutants, wastes,
obnoxious or hazardous or other such substances."

(b) after the words "affect the normal work of the port" the
following words and proviso shall be added, namely,—

"or is likely to contaminate or pollute the waters of such port:

Hiovided that wheie a vessel which has not been permitted
entry into a major pou, by virtue of clause (f) above is
a foreign vessel, the conservator shall notify the consul
or diplomatic representative of the flag state or, if this is not
possible, the Administration of the snip concerned, of the
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circumstances in which the vessel has not been permitted
entry. If such notification is made verbally it should be
confirmed in writing subsequently."
