These Regulations may be called the
Kandla. Port (Authorisatipn of Pilots)
Amendment (Second) Regulations, 1990.

2.(1) The existing sub-regulations (1) and (2)
of Regulation 4 shall be substituted as
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the_ Cenral Govt. shall be issued and be
revocable by the Board.”

(2) A pilot or person working with other agen-
cies licenced for restricted Pilotage sever-
ing his connection with the board shall
forthwih deliver his licence to the Board.”

(2) The existing sub-Regulation (b) of Regula-
tion 5 shall be substituted as under :—

{b) “That on the date of appointment as a
Probationer Pilot he is of an age not
below 24 and mnot exceeding 35
years unless otherwise relaxed by the
Board, 'This will not, however, apply
to candidates working with other agen-
cies to be considered by the Board for
restricted Pilotage licence.”™

(3) The following shall be inserted as sub-Regu-
lation (e), (d) & (e) of Regulation 5.

(c) “A person working with other agencies,
subject to fulfilling (a) above and sub-
regulations (a) and (b) of Regulation 6
and destrous of carrying out restricted
Pilotage at Kandla shall apply to the
Board through Association requesting
that he may be given requisite training
and be granted licence after due train-
lng"
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(d) “A person working with other agencies
holding a Restricted Pilotagz Licence
for Kandla Port, shall be deemed to be
an employee of Kandla Port Trust from
the time he boards the ship or leaves
the jetty for pilotage work, till his re-
turn at the jetty after completion of
pilotage operation.”

(e) That he possesses the qualifications det-
a'led in regulation 6 below.”

3(6) The following shall be inserted as sub-regu-
lation (d) of Regulation 6.

1(d) “A candidate for Restricted Pilotage
license at Kandla shall comply with the
requirements under (a) and (b) above
and unless the Board otherwise deter-
mines, serve a period of training of not
less than one month or till such time
he attends a minimum of 30 acts of
pilotage, involving crossing the channel
whichever is later. On completion of the
training, the traince may if recommen-
ded by Harbour Master and subject to
the approval of Deputy Conservator,
apply to be e¢xamined for grant of re-
stricd Pilotage Licence.
