G.SR. 396(E).—In exercise of the powers conferred by
sub-section (1) of section 35 of the Indian DPorts Act,
1908 (15 of 1908), the Central Government hereby makes
the following order to amend the Kandla Port Pilotage
(Fees) Order, 1975, namely :(—

1. (1) Thiz order may be called the Kandla Port Pilo-
tage (Fees) Amendment Order, 1979,

(2) It shall come imto force on the date of its pab-
lication in the Officlal Gazette.

2. In the Kandla Port Pilotage (Fees) Order, 1975 :—

(i) in sub-sectlon (1) of Clause 6, the following words
shall be inserted at the end, namely :——

“or when the tug is utilized for shifting of vessels
loading or unloading upto 3,000 tonnes of
Cargo, not being liquid Cargo in bulk”.

[PART I1—SEC. ‘W]
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(i) for clause 7, the following clause shall be subs-
tituted namely :(—-

“7. Fees for Shipping cte—~Fees amounting to 50 per
cent of the pilotagoe fees enumerated jn Part I and NI of
the Schedule to this Order shall be levied cach time for
shifting uny vessel from one place to another inside Kuan-
din Creek, but for the shifting of any vessel beyond en-
trance channel or vice versa it shall be treated as additional
pilotage and full pilotage charges shall be levied ;

Prclwidcd that no shifting charges shall be levied on any
vessel,—

(a) for the loading or unloading upto 3,000 tonnes of
cargo, hot being ligquid cargo in bulk ;

(b) when shifting of the vessel is necessitated to suit the
convenience of the Port.”

(iii) for clauses 9 and 10 the following clauses shall
be substituted namely :—

“9. Fees for working on Sundays or Port Holidays—
Fees amounting to 50 per cent of the normal fees charge-
able sholl be levied in addition to the normal fees, for the
Pilotage and use of port tugs on Sundays or Port
Holidays, :

Provided that no such additional fees shall be charged from
the vessels loading or unloading upto 3,000 tonnes of cargo,
not being liquid cargo in bulk,

10. Fees for night pilotage.—Fees amounting to 50 per
cent of the normal fees chargeable during day shall be
levied in addition to such nmormal fees, for the pilotage and
use of port tugs during the night.

Provided thnt no such additional fees shall be charged
from the vessels loading or unloagilhli upto 3,000 tonmnes of

Explanation—For the purpose of this clause ‘“night”
means the period between 7.00 P.M. and 7.00 AM.”

tiv) in Part [ of the Schedule, for the entrv relating to
item (iii) in the first column, the following shail be subs-
tituted, namely :—

“(ili) Vessels loading or unloading upto 3,000 tonnes
of cargo, not being liquid cargo in bulk”™.
