5.0. 984 (E) .—In exercise of the powers conlcr-
red by section 8 of the Dock Workers (Regulation of
Employment) Act, 1948 (9 of 1948), the Central
Government hercby makes the following rules fur-
ther to amend the Dock Workers (Regulation of Fan-
ployment) Rules, 1962, namely :—

1. (1) These rules may be called the Dotk Wor-
kers (Regulation of Employment) Amendmens
Rules, 1988,

(2) They shall cowne into force on the due ol
their publication in the Official Gazette.

2. In the Dock Workers (Regulation of Employ-
ment) Rules, 1962,—
(i) For sub.rule (2) of rulz I, the iovllowing

sub-rule shall be substituted, namely :—

“(2) They cxtend to the major ports of
Bombay, Calcutta, Cochin, Kandla,
Madras, Mormuguao and Visakhapatnam
which have Dock Labour Boards”.

(ii) for sub-rule (3) of rule 3, the following sub-
rule shall be substituted, namely :—

“(3) (a) The members representing the dock
workers shall be appointed on the basis of the repre-
sentative character of the unions of dock orkwers, as
detcrmined by the latest available figures of member-
ship of unions of dock workers as verified hy the
Ministry of Labour.

(b) The members represcnting the employers  of
dock workers shall be appointed, in consultation with
the associations of employers of dock workets, taking
into account tha total quantum of cargo handled by
the emplyers of dock workers in the said associations.

(¢) the members representing the shipping com-
panies shall be appointed from amongst the persons
nominated by the Indian National hipowners Asso-
ciation, the Association of Shipping Interests in
Calcutta and the overseas Shipping Intercsis, in con-
sultation with Director General of Shipping,
Bombay.”;
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(iti) to clause (v) of sub.rule (5) of rule 4, the
following proviso shall be added, namely :—

“Provided that no member shall be decmed  to
have vacated his office under this clause, un-
less he is %iven a resonable opportunity of
being heard and the Central Governinent
records its reasons in writing for such vaca-
tion of office by the member.”;

tor rule 7, the following rule shall he sub-
stitited, nanely -

(iv)
“7. (1) Meetings of the Board-A mecting ol the
Board, other than a special meeting, shull be held at
least once in gvery two 1nonths.

(2) The Clhaitman or in his absence the Deputy
Chairman, il appointed, may, at his discrction and
shall upon a wrilten request of not less than  thiez
members of the Board, call a special meeting ol the
Bourd.

(3) The Chairman and in his absence the Deputy
“Chairman, if appointed, shall preside over the me-
ctings of the Board -

Provided that if the Chairman or the Deputy
*Chairman is absent, or if there is no Deputy Clair-
man, the members present shall elect one olthem to
preside over the meeting and the member so clected
shall at that meeting exercise all the powers of the
Chairman.

(4) At least fteen days’ notice shall be given for
‘comvenipg an ordinary meeting of the Board und at
least sgven days’ notice shall be given for convening a
special meeting of the Board.

(5) A meeting of the Board shall be held at poit
premises of the respective major ports, except whers
it is decided in advance by the Board, for reasons to
be recorded in writing, to hold any meeting it any
other place,

(6) No busingss shall be transacted at any meeting
ol the Board unless at least one-third of the merm-
-hers are present in such meeting.

(7) The agenda and notes of memoranda thercon,
if any, for any meeting of the Board shall be circula-
ted to the members at least threz davs belore the date
of the meeting :

Provided that in the casc of a special meeting, such
agenda and potes of memoranda shall be circuluted
at least one day before the date of the mazecting.

(8) The Chairman or in his absence the Deputy
Chairman, if appointed, may at his discretion, in-
clude for discussion at any of the mectings of the
Board, including a special mecting, any ilem not in-
cluded in the agenda, it the saume is, in hix opinion,
of sufficient importance or urgency and cannot  be
held over for the consideration by the Board at any
subsequent meeting thereol,

(9) If any (iuestion ariges for the deciv’ou of the
Board it shall be decided by mujority of the wmzn-
bers present and voting, and in case of equality of
votes, the presiding officers of such meeting shall have
a second or a casting vote.

(10y The Chairman or in his absence the Deputy
Chairman, if appointed, may invite any person o be
present at any meeting and to participate in the dis-
cussion but such a person shall not be entitlzd ta vote.

(11) The minutes of the proceedings at ¢ich me-
eting of the Board shall be recorded in a book to be
provided by the Board, which shall be signed as soon
as practicable by the presiding officer of such mzceting
and shall be open to inspection hy any member -
ring office hours,

(12) The presiding officer of a mecting mui ad-
journ the meeting to a later date, which may be an-
nounced at the meeting and where such  annouace
ment is made, intimation shall also be sent to (he
members absent at the mceting ar least three davs
before the date of the meeting’™.
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
