SCHEDULE

In pursuance of Section 124 of Major Port Trusts Act, 1963 the Board of
Trustees of the Port of Kandla hereby publishes the following amendment regu-
lations made by it in fxercisc of the powers conferred by Section 28 of the said
Act, to the Kandla Port Employees (Leave) Regulations, 1964 namely :—

I. These Regulations may be called the Kandla Port Employees (Leave)
Amendment Regulations, 1990.

II. Sub-regulation (g) of Regulation 3 be substituted with the following :—

(g) "Employee in permanent service" means an employee who holds
substantively a post or who holds a lien on a post or who would
hold a li'n on a post had the lien not been suspended.
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III. (1) Sub-RrgulaTion (h) of Regulation 3 be deleted.

(2) Sub-Regulat'ion (i)r (j) and (k) be re-numbered as (h), (i) and (j)
respectively.

IV. (1) ]n sub-regulation (6) of Regulation 10 the words "and quasi-per-
manent" be deleted.

(2) In sub-regulation (7) of Regulation 10 the words "and quasi-per-
manent" be deleted.

V. In the second proviso to Regulation 11 for the words "quasi-permanent"
the word "permanent shall be substituted.

VI. (1) In regulation 13(b) the words "and an employee in quasi-permanent
employee" tie deleted.

(2) In regulation 13b(vi) the Words "or quasi-permanent employed" shall
be deleted.

VII. In regulation 14(5) (v) the words "and quasi-permanent" shall be
deleted.
