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DEENDAYAL PORT AUTHORITY- OVERVIEW
(Erstwhile KANDLA PORT)

The history of the major port of Kandla dates back to 1930, when H.E. Khengarji III, the Maharaja
of Kutch, built an RCC jetty at Old Kandla. Ships with a draught of up to 8 meters could berth at this
jetty throughout the year. This jetty became the nucleus of what would, in later years, emerge as the Deen-

dayal Port.

The Deendayal Port would not have gained the prominence it enjoys today, but for the intervention
of history in the form of the country’s post-independence partition into two nations — India and Paki-
stan. Due to the partition, the Port of Karachi went to Pakistan, and as a result, the entire north-western
region of India was left without an outlet to the sea. The vast hinterland, comprising about one lakh sq.
km, required an alternative arrangement. The consequent diversion of traffic to the Bombay and Kolkata
Ports was not only inconvenient and uneconomical due to the distance involved, but it also severely
strained the limited resources of these ports.

To remedy this situation, the Union Government set up a committee called the “West Coast Major
Port Development Committee” in 1948.

The Committee chose Kandla because of the distinct advantage of its dry climate. The region experi-
ences scanty rainfall, and as a result, there is hardly any loss of working days. Thus, the chances of damage
to cargo are considerably reduced.

In 1950, the Union Government formally took over the minor Port of Kandla for its development as
a major port of India. The foundation stone for the new major port of Kandla was laid by the Late Pandit
Jawaharlal Nehru, the then Prime Minister of India, on January 10, 1952. Kandla Port was declared a
Major Port of India on 8th April, 1955, by the then Transport Minister, Late Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri. The
old jetty built by the Maharaja of Kutch was converted into an oil jetty. The first two cargo berths con-
structed were dedicated to the service of the nation on March 3, 1957. Later that year, two more berths
were opened to sea trafhic.

The year 1964 marked another landmark for Kandla Port when the Government of India declared it
as Kandla Port Trust, an autonomous body constituted under the Major Port Trusts Act, 1963, with effect
from 29th February, 1964.

The history of the port would be incomplete without mentioning the Offshore Oil Terminal at Vad-
inar, located in Devbhumi Dwarka District — about 300 km from Kandla by road and 50 nautical miles
by sea.

A decision was taken to develop an oil terminal capable of handling Very Large Crude Carriers
(VLCCs), from where crude oil would be pumped to the Koyali Refinery through a pipeline. While the
pipeline project was executed by IOCL, the Ministry of Shipping entrusted Kandla Port with the task of
developing the required infrastructure and port facilities. The Port set up a dedicated department under a
Superintending Engineer in 1974. Upon approval of the project report and allocation of funds, the han-
dling facilities were established, and the terminal was commissioned on 27th August, 1978, well ahead of
schedule. The first vessel, MT Subhash Chandra Bose, carrying 87,000 tonnes of crude oil, was berthed at
the Single Buoy Mooring (SBM) of the Offshore Oil Terminal.
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Subsequently, the Government of India, vide notification dated 24th September, 2017, changed the name of
Kandla Port Trust to Deendayal Port Trust. Later, in accordance with The Major Port Authorities Act, 2021, effec-
tive from 3rd November, 2021, it was renamed as the Deendayal Port Authority.

The Port continued to grow steadily and, to keep pace with increasing trade demands, expanded its infrastruc-
ture by adding five more cargo berths and three more oil berths during the period from 1990 to 2006, along with
additional open and covered storage facilities.

Deendayal Port, which handled 8.44 lakh tonnes of cargo in 1957-58, achieved record throughput of 33.73
MMT in 1996-97, 38.90 MMT in 1997-98, 40.64 MMT in 1998-99, and 46.30 MMT in 1999-2000 — the
highest among the major ports of India, thereby achieving a “hat-trick” by ranking first in cargo handling for three
consecutive years.

The Deendayal Port Authority commenced containerized cargo handling in October 1981. The Port present-
ly has a total of 35 berths, as under:

o Kandla: 16 dry cargo berths, 7 oil berths, and 1 IFFCO barge jetty
o Tuna: 4 cargo berths and 1 barge jetty
e Vadinar: 3 SBMs and 2 product jetties

During the financial year 2024-25, the Port handled 3,732 ships and 150.16 MMT of cargo, ranking 2nd
among the major ports of India in terms of cargo volume handled.

MANAGEMENT OF THE PORT

The Deendayal Port, which began its operations from a small office in a house near Jubilee Ground, Bhuj —
about 70 km from the present port — headed by an officer appointed by the Government of India as the first Devel-
opment Commissioner, has over the last 68 years emerged as the Port of the Millennium, rendering professional,
cost-effective, and value-added services to its customers.

The hinterland of Deendayal Port comprises the States of Jammu & Kashmir, Punjab, Himachal Pradesh,
Haryana, Rajasthan, Delhi, Gujarat, and parts of Madhya Pradesh, Uttarakhand, and Uttar Pradesh. The Port, a
well-protected harbour, is located in the Kandla Creek, about 90 km from the mouth of the Gulf of Kutch.

Deendayal Port is a multi-cargo port with 16 dry cargo berths, having a total quay length of 3.718 km in a
straight line, and 7 oil jetties for handling POL and chemical products. At Vadinar, three Single Buoy Moorings
(SBMes) are capable of handling Very Large Crude Carriers (VLCCs) with a maximum pumping capacity of 10,000
tonnes per hour.

BOARD MEETINGS

There were five members on the Board during the reporting year, and five Board meetings were held during the
year.

ORGANISATIONAL SET UP
The Deendayal Port Authority comprises nine departments, namely:

(i) General Administration, (ii) Finance, (iii) Civil Engineering, (iv) Mechanical Engineering, (v) Trafhic, (vi)
Marine, (vii) Medical, (viii) Offshore Oil Terminal at Vadinar, and (ix) Vigilance.

Achieving utmost customer satisfaction through quick, efficient, and high-quality services has always been the
foremost objective of the Port. Continuous replacement and modernization of existing productive assets are being
undertaken to maximize operational efficiency and ensure sustained growth in cargo-handling capacity, thereby
meeting the ever-increasing expectations of customers.

The Deendayal Port is ISO 9001:2015 and ISO 14001:2015 certified, and is LS.P.S.-compliant.

Deendayal Port Authority (DPA) has undertaken a series of forward-looking sustainability and

green transition measures, aligning with India's national objectives for decarbonization, clean fuel

adoption and energy efficiency in the maritime and port sector. Key initiatives are outlined below:

Green Mobility Project: Electric Wheel Loaders deployed in Port in place of diesel driven pay
loaders. Collaboration with NTPC for deploying 11 Hydrogen Fuel Cell Electric Buses, pro-

moting clean mobility.

1-MW Green Hydrogen Plant: DPA becomes the First Port in India to commission a Me-
ga-Watt Scale Green Hydrogen Plant.

Green Tug Initiative: DPA placed order for production of India’s First All Electric Green Tug,
with capacity of 60-T Bollard Pull, reducing carbon-emissions.

Engagement with Methanol Institute: DPA joined the Methanol Institute to enhance techni-
cal capability and promote methanol adoption as a clean marine fuel.

Green Fuel Bunkering Readiness Study with DNV: DPA collaborated with DNV for Port
Readiness Study on green fuel (methanol) bunkering at DPA.

Collaboration with Bunker Barge Service provider: Agreement with Bapu Shipping enabling
supply of Bio-Methanol bunkers to vessels at Kandla, supporting transition to low-emission
marine fuels.

Land Allocation for Green Ammonia Projects: 3,400 acres allotted to L&T Energy Green
Tech, Reliance Green Hydrogen, AM Green Hydrogen, and Welspun New Energy for pro-
ducing 5.6 MTPA Green Ammonia by 2032.

50-MLD Desalination Project: DPR prepared by Mecon limited. Further technical studies,
and clearances for a 50 MLD (expandable to 100 MLD) desalination plant.
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MAJOR DEVELOPMENT INITIATIVES DURING
THE YEAR 2024-25

Major Infrastructure Developments

eConstruction of Oil Jetty No. 8 at Old Kandla: The project, with a capacity of 3.5 MMTPA, was undertaken under
PM Gati Shakti (NMP) and Sagarmala initiatives. The Oil Jetty was inaugurated by the Hon’ble Prime Minister during
his visit to Bhuj on 26 May 2025.

eDevelopment of a Multi-purpose Cargo Berth off Tuna Tekra, outside Kandla Creek: The berth, to handle cargo
other than container and liquid, is being developed on BOT basis under PPP mode at an estimated cost of ¥2,276.06
crore, with a capacity of 18.33 MMTPA. The project is presently at the tendering stage.

eDevelopment of a World-Class Smart Port Facility under MIV 2030 & MAKYV 2047: Under the vision of Maritime
India Vision 2030 and Maritime Amrit Kaal Vision 2047, Deendayal Port Authority has planned the development of a
World-Class Mega Port on the west coast. The proposed Smart Port, with an envisaged capacity of 135 MMTPA and a 6
km waterfront, aims to cater to future EXIM trade requirements. During the Hon’ble Prime Minister’s visit, DPA show-
cased the model of this proposed Smart Port.

eDevelopment of Land West of the Road between West Gate 1 & 2 and Railway Line to 12th Berth (Phase-I): The
project, costing X55.73 crore, has been completed, enhancing the available back-up and storage area by approximately 60
hectares to meet increasing storage requirements.

eUpgradation of Tuna Road from Two Lane to Four Lane: The upgradation project, with a cost of ¥57.44 crore, was
completed in March 2025, facilitating smoother traffic movement for upcoming port projects.

eDevelopment of Back-up Area for Oil Jetties No. 8 to 11: The project, costing T66.56 crore, has been completed to
improve the port’s logistic efficiency.

¢Construction of Road Over Bridge (ROB) in lieu of LC-1A at KM 363.625 on NH-8A (K.ET.Z.-Kandla Road,
Gujarat) : The project, costing T134.23 crore, has been successfully awarded to the National Highways Division on depos-

it basis to ensure faster evacuation of EXIM cargo and accommodate projected traffic growth. The foundation stone was
laid by the Hon’ble Prime Minister on 26 May 2025.

e Construction of Road Over Bridge (ROB) at LC-235 : This T99.85 crore project has been awarded to Western Rail-
way on deposit basis to enable faster cargo movement and improve logistics efficiency. The foundation stone was laid by
the Hon’ble Prime Minister on 26 May 2025.

Construction of Road Over Bridge (ROB) in licu of LC-236B: The project, at a cost of ¥94.32 crore, has been
awarded to IPRCL on deposit basis. It will significantly ease cargo movement and reduce congestion on existing roads.
The foundation stone was laid by the Hon’ble Prime Minister on 26 May 2025.

eDevelopment of Common Connectivity at Tuna Tekra: The ¥41.15 crore project was completed in March 2025,
improving connectivity for the development of the upcoming Container Terminal at Tuna Tekra. The project was virtu-
ally inaugurated by the Hon’ble Prime Minister on 26 May 2025.

eConstruction of Storage Sheds over Existing Floors of Godowns No. 3 & 4 inside C.J. Area: Completed at a cost of
%6.94 crore, the project enhances the covered storage capacity by 0.5 lakh MT. It was virtually inaugurated by the Hon’ble
Prime Minister on 26 May 2025.

eConstruction of Kendriya Vidyalaya at Gopalpuri: The project, costing ¥20.24 crore, was completed in January
2025. Deendayal Port Authority takes pride in contributing towards quality education infrastructure, providing state-of-
the-art amenities and a conducive learning environment for the children of Gandhidham. The project was inaugurated by
the Hon’ble Minister, Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways.

eConstruction of D-Type Quarters at Gopalpuri, Gandhidham: Completed at a cost of X6.24 crore, the project pro-
vides residential accommodation for port employees. The project was virtually inaugurated by the Hon’ble Prime Minis-

ter on 26 May 2025.
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Environmental Sustainability Initiatives

oIn a pioneering step towards a sustainable future, Deendayal Port Authority has partnered with Lars-

en & Toubro (L&T) to establish a 1 MW Green Hydrogen Technology Demonstration Plant at Kandla.

oA Centre of Excellence (CoE) is being established at the A.O. Building, Gandhidham to promote the
adoption of green hydrogen, foster global collaborations, and drive innovation in clean energy.

Two waste processing plants a Material Recovery Facility (MRF) for dry waste and a com-
posting unit for wet waste have been installed and will be handed over to the municipality for operation
and maintenance. The units were inaugurated by Hon’ble Shri Sarbananda Sonowal, Union Cabinet Min-
ister, Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways.

«Skill Development Collaboration with Gandhidham Collegiate Board: On 20 December 2024,
DPA signed an MoU with the Gandhidham Collegiate Board to conduct skill development programmes
aimed at preparing a skilled workforce for upcoming green hydrogen projects at Kandla. The MoU was
signed in the presence of Shri Sushil Kumar Singh, IRSME, Chairperson, DPA, and Dr. Sujata A. Naik,
President, Gandhidham Collegiate Board.

eDeendayal Mahila Sashaktikaran Kendra (DPA-DMSK): This women’s empowerment initiative
launched by DPA in Gandhidham aims to uplift local communities and foster self-reliance among women
through various skill development and livelihood programmes.

eUpgradation of Satellite Eye Hospital, Bhuj: DPA, in collaboration with the Blind People’s Associ-
ation, Bhuj, completed the upgradation of the hospital under its CSR initiative.

eEstablishment of a Skill Development Centre at Rajkot: A new building has been constructed for
Sewa Bharati Gujarat to support skill development training programmes.

eProvision of Computers to Educational Institution: DPA provided ten computers under CSR to
Shri Vandkar Balguru Vikas Trust, Gandhidham, supporting digital learning and capacity building.

Medical Facilities

The Port maintains Hospitals for DPA Employees at Gopalpuri, New Kandla, Health Centre at Vad-
inar and dispensary at Adipur.

e Medical cover is provided for Port employees and their dependents as well as Dock Workers/
Employees and their dependents.

e Apart from the above, medical facilities are also provided to C.I.S.F. Personnel and their depend-
ent family members at Port Hospitals/Dispensary on par with DPA employees.

e The employees and dependents of Central Government Department and Public Undertakings
also avail the medical benefits on payment basis.

e The retired Port employees and their spouses are also availing out-door as well as in-door medical
treatment at the Port Hospitals as per Kandla Port Retired Employees (Medical Benefits)
Scheme, 2009. Reimbursement is being made as per C.G.H.S. rates.

FACILITIES AVAILABLE

The best possible medical facilities are provided to the employees in both hospitals, which are well
equipped with modern facilities. Doctors in almost all branches of modern medicine like Obstetrics and
Gynecology, General Surgery, General Medicine, Ophthalmology, Anesthesiology, ENT, Pediatrics, Or-
thopedics, Dermatology, Radiology, Dentistry, Psychiatry, Ayurvedic and Homeopathy system on regu-

lar/part-time basis are available.
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o Presentlya team of 11 Medical Officers and 30 Part Time visiting consultants are rendering gen-

eral and specialist treatment at Gopalpuri Hospital.
¢ Inaddition to the above, 05 Medical Officers have been engaged on contract basis.

e The Port Hospital is equipped with Operation Theatres which are fully Air-conditioned with
modern facilities where major surgical procedures relating to obstetrics and gynecology, general
surgery, ENT and Orthopedic are performed. During the year under report no Major/minor/

Family Planning Operations were performed.

e A 10bedded ICU/PICU unit has also been set-up in DPA Hospital. An oxygen plant has been

set-up in hospital premises.

e A Physiotherapy unit is attached to the main hospital at Gopalpuri with qualified Part-time
Physiotherapist for providing physiotherapy exercises to orthopedic cases including physically
handicapped patients due to polio myelitis, accidents etc.

e Asastep ahead, numbers of hospitals are recognized for specialized treatment to DPA and CISF
Employees/Workers and their dependent family members as well as D.P.A. retired employees
and their spouses.

o Further, empanelment of Private Doctors in various specialties is made available for gainfully
utilizing their services for the benefit of Port employees in emergent situations / difficult or crit-
ical surgical operations (General/ Obstetrics & Gynecology, ENT) etc.

o Besides, Credit facilities / direct billing (for in-service regular employees) has also been intro-
duced under which the payment towards treatment of employees is directly billed to the DPA
and patients do not make any payment to hospitals. Further, the contract to supply all the pre-
scribed medicines to the eligible port employees has been given to the party, under which the
payment towards medicines is directly billed to the DPA and patients do not make any payment
to hospitals.

e At present, almost all types of medical facilities are provided at the port hospitals at Gopalpuri
and New Kandla. There are two X-Ray Units one each at Gopalpuri and New Kandla, where all
type of X-Rays are taken. Due to retirement of Laboratory Technicians, other than routine na-
ture of investigations, the bio-chemical investigations have been outsourced.

e At Gopalpuri Hospital 2446, X-Rays, consisting of 2446 Nos. routine X-Rays, 05 Dental X-Rays,
and at New Kandla Hospital 27 X-Rays of routine nature were carried out during the year 2024-
25.

e Gopalpuri Hospital 15643 various types of tests were carried out.

e During the year under report, 93437 outdoor patients visited Gopalpuri Hospital. At New
Kandla Hospital and Adipur Dispensary 2037 and 2512 numbers of patients, respectively visit-
ed as outdoor patients. At Gopalpuri Hospitals, 1198 numbers of patients were admitted as In-
door Patients.
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Free Ambulance services is provided to the Port employees in case of emergency within a radius
of 08 KMs to reach hospital and to shift serious cases to outstation hospital within the state.

The occupational Health Centre, Kandla has been outsourced which is being run by Accord
Hospital, Bhuj. Medical Examination of DPA as well as private workers is done at the said OHC
as per Dock Safety norms.

In addition to the First-Aid Centre, Kandla functioning inside cargo jetty area, 02 more First-
Aid Centre have been commissioned i.e. one at Oil Jetty and another at Cargo Jetty No. 13 to 16.

The Port Health Centre at Vadinar was outsourced and the medical facilities were provided to the
Port beneficiaries through the contractor i.e. M/s Shree Samarpan Wellness Pvt. Ltd, including
the visit of Specialists i.e. Physician, Surgeon, Gynecologist, Dermatologist, etc.

The Ambulance services were adequately provided at Port Health Centre for shifting the patients
and availing medical treatment at super specialty hospitals in Rajkot and Ahmedabad.

. All the medicines for most of the common ailments were being provided through the outsourced

Pharmacy.
Certain Laboratory tests were also being carried out in the Health Centre.

Total 3504 Port beneficiaries” availed out-patient services at Health Centre, Vadinar, including
Port regular employees and their family members, retired employees and their spouses, CISF
personnel and their family members, during the period from April, 2024 to March, 2025.

Total 426 Port beneficiaries were referred from the Port Health Centre for availing medical
treatment facilities in the higher centers i.e. Port empaneled Hospitals, during the period from
April, 2024 to March, 2025.
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PORT SECURITY: The Security of the Port is entrusted to the CISF, which has the strength of 406 Personnel under the
control of Commandant, CISF.

HOUSING : Residential quarters for officers/staff are maintained at three places viz., Gopalpuri, Kandla and Vadinar.
There are 642 Quarters of different types in Gopalpuri (including FCI & DLB quarters), and 446 at Kandla and 428 quarters
at Vadinar.

DREDGING : Due to siltation in the Channel, maintenance dredging is essential in the Port to achieve the draft for shipping
operations. During the year, maintenance dredging expenditure of Rs.128.53 crores incurred.

FIRE & SAFETY: During the reporting period, a total of 31 fire calls were attended by the department. Out of these, 25
fire incidents occurred within the jurisdiction of the Deendayal Port Authority, where timely action was taken to control and
extinguish the fires, minimizing potential damage. In addition, 06 fire calls were attended beyond the Deendayal Port Authority
limits, involving firefighting operations in adjoining areas to assist nearby establishments and communities. These statistics
reflect the department’s commitment, efficiency, and readiness in handling fire emergencies both within and outside the port
limits.

EDUCATION: The academic year 2024-25 with all its activities and co-scholastic signify the all-round development of the
children is coming to end and academic session 2025-26 is knocking at the door. So an "Admission Festival" was celebrated at
Bhartiya Vidya Mandir, during which students were provided with free textbooks. It is the time to evaluate the year and note
down the main events with supporting.

1. Similar to last year, 10th International yoga day was celebrated this year as well on 21st June. On
the occasion of Yoga Day, a yoga session was organized by Deendayal Port at Gopalpuri Stadium.

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IMPLEMENTATION OF RAJBHASHA AT DPA

Under the visionary leadership of the Chairperson of Deendayal Port Authority (DPA), the year 2024-25 marked
a period of focused and structured progress in the promotion and implementation of Hindi across all departments of the
organisation. DPA’'s commitment to the use of Hindi extended well beyond compliance; it was rooted in a broader effort
to create a positive and enabling environment where Hindi could flourish as a practical medium of administration.

The Hindi Cell, operating under the direct supervision of the Hindi Officer and supported by a Senior Hindi Trans-
lator, a Junior Hindi Translator, and a Senior Clerk, played a vital role in this progress. The Cell works actively in accord-
ance with the Annual Programme of the Department of Official Language, Ministry of Home Affairs, the provisions of
the Official Language Act, 1963, the Official Language Rules, 1976, and the guidelines issued by the Ministry of Ports,
Shipping and Waterways. It ensures that Hindi is not merely a language of communication, but a fundamental part of
DPA’s administrative ethos.

To institutionalise this vision, quarterly meetings of the Departmental Official Language Implementation Commit-
tee (OLIC) were conducted under the Chairperson’s leadership on 21st June 2024, 30th September 2024, 19th Decem-
ber 2024, and 27th December 2024. These meetings served as an essential platform for reviewing departmental progress,
resolving implementation challenges, and encouraging coordination across departments to promote the use of Hindi in
official work.

Alongside policy reviews, capacity building remained a key focus throughout the year. To this end, Hindi workshops
were organised on 21st March 2024, 28th November 2024, 19th December 2024, and 17th March 2025. These sessions
provided practical training in drafting, noting, and translation in Hindi, while also acquainting participants with digital
tools and updated terminology. The enthusiastic participation of staff and officers reflected DPA’s growing confidence in
using Hindi as a working language.

The Hindi Fortnight, observed from 14th to 29th September 2024, was a cultural highlight. A range of competi-
tions — including essay writing, poetry, impromptu speeches, and quizzes — were held to encourage creative and joyful
engagement with Hindi. High participation levels and the awarding of cash prizes to winners not only raised morale but
also fostered a deeper appreciation for the language among employees.

To further enrich the literary environment within the organisation, the Hindi Cell continued publication of its bi-
annual in-house magazine “Laharon Ka Rajhans”. Staff members contributed original poems, stories, and reflective essays.
Selected contributors were honoured with honoraria — a meaningful gesture that recognised their efforts and reinforced
the organisation’s literary culture.

Beyond internal initiatives, DPA also played a regional leadership role as the Convenor of the Gandhidham-Kandla
Town Official Language Implementation Committee (TOLIC). This committee consists of approximately 41 member
offices, including Central Government organisations, public sector undertakings, banks, insurance companies, and oil
corporations operating in the region. As Convenor, DPA successfully hosted two TOLIC meetings on 22nd August 2024
and 28th January 2025, providing a collaborative platform for member organisations to share progress, best practices, and
ideas.

To strengthen inter-institutional engagement, a TOLIC Seminar was held on 25th February 2025. The event facil-
itated academic discussions, the exchange of experiences, and awareness of new official language policies. DPA also facili-
tated the Town Official Language Shield Scheme, which acknowledged excellence in the use of Hindi among member
organisations — encouraging healthy competition and collective advancement.

Throughout the year, the Hindi Cell undertook important translation tasks, including the Annual Administrative
Report, Audit Reports, documents under Section 3(3) of the Official Language Act, parliamentary questionnaires, and
correspondence with Central Ministries. These efforts ensured that language compliance was not only met but exceeded
in terms of both quality and volume.

The year 2024-25 thus stands out as a period of meaningful and measurable progress in the use of Hindi at Deen-
dayal Port Authority. Through structured leadership, active participation, and continuous innovation, DPA reaffirmed its
stature not only as a premier maritime institution but also as a committed stakeholder in the Government of India’s vision
to strengthen Hindi as the Official Language.
